1. Present

2. Chairman’s Annual Report

Good evening and welcome. Thank you all for making the effort to come tonight and it’s great to see some new faces at the AGM- you are very welcome.

The form for tonight is twofold. There is the formal part at the beginning and hopefully we can get through that quickly and move onto the issues that affect you as members. 

Before we do I have a few thanks to make.

So...

· Our President Robert Pulvertaft. He is stepping down this year and there is a nomination for a new President, which we will cover later. Robert has been particularly helpful in giving us background when we were negotiating the lease at Heytesbury.

· Vice Chairman Edie. He sends his apologies for not being here and says that he will make more effort to be involved this year and wishes to let everyone know that he is fully behind the project at Sutton Veny.

·  Secretary Steve Bradley, for preparing accurate Minutes of all our Committee minutes and emailing them through in advance and for his volunteer work down at the ground.

· Honorary Treasurer Dave Hewins for keeping such impeccable accounts, which he will presented shortly, and for ensuring that match fees and subs are collected on time. 

· First Team Captains- too many to name individually.

· Second team Captain Graham Kitley and his trusty vice Capt. Olly Stevens. Formal congratulations on winning League Div 6.

· Our Junior Coaches led by Rob Robson. The team of Doug Small, Trev Abbott and Dave Gilmour. Robbo will give a report later, but real progress was made last year. Also thank you to Trev for preparing the Child Welfare Policy.

· Grounds man Andy Frost and his team for preparing not one but two excellent pitches. If any of you have has a look over the winter both squares look in great nick for this season.

· Fundraising co-ordinator, Ian Barnes for his letters to the VPs. Thanks also to our VPs for their continued support.

· Our Umpires for the Season, Ashwin Amin and Duncan Pierce. 

Also thank you to the Red Lion for hosting us and for their teas, all the wives who helped with the First team teas. At this time I should thank Tony for inviting us to move our Head Quarters to the Angel. We look forward to a very warm reception through the season! Thanks also to Mark Gunter for the outfield.

3. Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer was unexpectedly called away, and so could not attend the meeting in person.

Therefore, the Accounts were tabled subject to further clarification. This motion was proposed by Mike Smith and seconded by Rob Cooke.

4. Election of Officers

The Officers for 2011 are detailed at the rear of these minutes. A block vote to reinstall existing committed members was proposed by Andy Frost and seconded by Rob Cook.

The position of President was discussed, and Alison Sassoon was proposed by the Chairman. This was seconded by Mike Smith.

The position of 1st X1 Captain was discussed. Graham Kitley was proposed by Rob Robson, and seconded by Rob Cooke.  

Regarding the position of the 2nd X1 Captain, Trevor Abbott was proposed by Rob Robson, and seconded by Graham Kitley. 

The position of Fundraising Manager was to be discussed under AOB. Piers Lawson expressed an interest in this position.

It was decided that the position of Colts Coordinator should be a post in its own right, and that Rob Robson would fulfil this role in 2011. This was proposed by Brian Christian.

Olly Hares was elected to the 2011 Committee.

The existing Committee further that input from other Club members, particularly from the 2nd X1 would be required to keep the Club moving forward.

5. Subs and Match Fees

It was proposed by Ron Cooke that Annual Subscriptions for Seniors would increase to £50 (£40 if paid by 31 May 2010. Seconded by Rob Robson.

Match fees would remain at £7 for Seniors and £4 for Colts/Students

6. Any Other Business

The Chairman advised that subject to sufficient fundraising, the refurbishment of the pavilion at Sutton Veny would commence at the end of the 2001 season, and be open ready for the start of the 2012 season. It was suggested that the total cost would be in the region of £10,000 - £12,000, and that to date some £2,000 had already been committed.

It would be further investigated as to possible financial assistance could be gleaned from Highbury Football Club.

Much work would be required in the fundraising area, and number of events would be required. Rob Singleton announced details of a possible 10K race to take place in April or May. Sufficient interest was shown, and the organisation of this will progress. 

The Chairman further announced that The Sutton Veny Flower Show Committee had contributed £350 to club funds. This must be used for a new scoreboard.

Andy Frost updated those in attendance in respect of the 2 grounds. A degree of remedial work is required at Heytesbury.

Mike Smith advised that next seasons fixtures were now available. Nets have been booked commencing Tuesday March 8th and will run for 8 weeks. There will be a very limited number of Sunday fixtures, and at this time no midweek matches.

Re child welfare, the ECB guidelines were discussed, and it was agreed that all aspects much be adhered to. These will be displayed in both pavilions.

Regarding the colts activity, U 11’s and U 13’s would continue. Rob Robson advised that the 2010 season had been a great success with up to 30 under 11’s attending each week. It was suggested that they may join a league in 2012.

Regarding the under 13’s a joint venture has been formed between the club and Warminster CC. The combined team will compete in the Bath and District league. Finally, it was suggested that more couches were needed.

Brian Christian advised that the club website required additional content.

The Australian fixture was discussed, and more participation would be required from club members this year.

Finally, it was stated that greater liaison between the 1st X1 and 2nd X1 would be required for the greater good of the club.

JW thanked those present for attending. There being no other business the meeting was closed.

The next Committee meeting was scheduled for Monday January 31st 2011 at 8pm.
